List of Publications and Citation - Structure
Instructions:

a) The structure of the list of publication activities is based on the structure of the University of Economics Publication Database. 

b) The list of publication activities must be exhaustive.

c) The record of every publication in the submitted list of publication activities must respect bibliographical standards (the exemplar of which shall be the University of Economics Publication Database),

d) As regards co-authorship, it is necessary to specify the percentage share of the applicant in the publication concerned.  

e) Publications registered in WoS or Scopus must have the AIS, IF, or SJR indicator, including the order of journals in the publishers' quartiles (provided these data were released at the time of publication)

1. Published books (monographs)
2. Published books (university textbooks)

3. Published books (monographs) – contribution(s)
4. Professional articles in journals registered in the Web of Science – Journal Citation Reports database, which have been assigned a non-zero IF 
5. Professional articles in journals registered in Scopus, which have been assigned SJR index.
6. Professional articles in journals registered in ERIH

7. Articles in journals which are peer-reviewed 
8. Articles in journals which are not peer-reviewed 
9. Contributions in the proceedings from conferences held abroad which are registered in the globally recognised databases (Web of Science, Scopus)

10. Contributions in the proceedings from conferences with an international audience  

11. Contributions in the proceedings from conferences without an international audience  
12. University textbooks 
13. Research studies and reports 
14. Other professional publication activities (published case studies, professional translations with the name of the translator printed peer-reviews published in specialised journals, etc.)
15. Awards/acknowledgement of scientific and pedagogical work of the applicant by both national and international experts 
a) Citations in publications by other authors registered in the globally recognised databases (Web of Science, Scopus); citations of works written by the applicant in his/her own works are not applicable  
b) Professional lecture(s) in a foreign language held abroad, where an applicant was invited by organisers 
c) A visiting professor at an important globally recognised university
